PRO-LIFE CORNER

For the Church, there is no distinction between defending
human life and promoting the dignity of the human person.

Pope Benedict X VI writes in Caritas in Veritate . . . that “The

acts to the contrary by allowing or tolerating a variety of ways in
which human life is devalued and violated, especially where it is
weak or marginalized.”
